A. First, you sign and return an authorization form

to the church indicating the amount you wish to
contribute on a regular basis. Contributions are
then transferred through the Automated Clearing
House (ACH) network—the same network
already used by families to make mortgage and
utility payments or to receive payroll earnings
and Social Security income. Direct debit goes by
other names including Electronic Funds Transfer
(EFT), automatic payment, or simply, ACH.

When will my contribution be debited from
my account?

A debit to your account will occur each month
on the date you specify on your authorization
form.
