“You Shall Love the Lord Your God” 
In Mark 12, a scribe comes to ask Jesus, "Which command-
ment is the first of all?" Jesus answers, "The first is, 'Hear, O 
Israel: the Lord our God, the Lord is one; you shall love the 
Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, 
and with all your mind, and with all your strength'" (Mark 
12: 28-30). Jesus responds to the scribe's question with words 
from the Shema, the passage from Deuteronomy 6 that is re-
cited daily by many of the Jewish faith. These words form a 
covenant between God and God's people and show us a way 
to respond to this God who so extravagantly loves us through 
the cross. The first week of this series sets the stage with the 
Shema from Deuteronomy and the encounter between Jesus 
and the scribe in Mark 12. The following weeks center on how 
we can love the Lord our God with all our hearts, our souls, 
our minds, and our strength.

Holy Week Worship— 

†  Palm Sunday  
  April 1    9 & 10:45 AM  

The first and second readings and psalm are the same this Sunday 
every year: Christ emptying himself of divine power and protec-
tion, willingly becoming vulnerable to those who struck him and 
put him to death. With Christ we lament his suffering and all hu-
man suffering, but expect God's final vindication. Mark's passion 
story begins with an unnamed woman anointing his head, per-
haps to proclaim him Messiah, and Jesus saying she has anointed 
him beforehand for burial. Mark's Easter story will begin with 
women going to anoint Jesus for burial, only to find that he has 
been raised, God's living Anointed One.  

†  Maundy Thursday 
  April 5   7:30 PM   

With nightfall our Lenten observance comes to an end, and we 
gather with Christians around the world to celebrate the Three 
Days of Jesus' death and resurrection. At the heart of the Maundy 
Thursday liturgy is Jesus' commandment to love one another. As 
Jesus washed the feet of his disciples, we are called to follow his 
example as we humbly care for one another, especially the poor 
and the unloved. At the Lord's table we remember Jesus' sacrifice 
of his life, even as we are called to offer ourselves in love for the 
life of the world.  

†  Good Friday 
  April 6 7:30 PM   

At the heart of the Good Friday liturgy is the passion according to 
John, which proclaims Jesus as a triumphant king who reigns 
from the cross. The ancient title for this day—the triumph of the 
cross—reminds us that the church gathers not to mourn this day 
but to celebrate Christ's life-giving passion and 
to find strength and hope in the tree of life. In 
the ancient bidding prayer we offer petitions for 
all the world for whom Christ died.
